Make — up of the modern symphony orchestra

The typical modern symphony orchestra, with 90 to 120 players, has gradually evolved
since the late 18" century. Before that, the composition of an orchestra was dependent on the
instruments that were available and their technical limitations. Handel composed his Water
Music in 1717 for2 oboes, 2 horns, a bassoon, strings and harpsichord. Beethoven had to use
trumpets with fixed pitch (as valves had not then been invented) and included trombones only in
his later symphonies. During the 19" century, the orchestra settled into its familiar modern shape
with balanced groups of instruments.

Where the players sit. The conductor stands on a central rostrum, with the four groups of
instruments — woodwind, percussion, brass , and strings — arranged in front of him.

The principal first violinist — the ‘leader’ of the orchestra — sits on the conductor’s left. The
other string players sit in groups to the left and right. The woodwind players sit in the centre, with
the percussion at the back on the left and the brass at the back on the right.

Extra instruments such as the piano or the harp are added when needed for a particular
musical work.

Before the performance begins, one instrument, usually the oboe, sustained ‘A’ note to
which all the other instruments are tuned. The conductor sets the tempo and indicated the beat
with baton.He cues in the players and controls the loudness or softness of the playing. He is the
oneresponsible for the overall interpretation of the music.

There are four families of instruments in the modern symphony orchestra. The woodwind
section usually has 2 flutes, 2 oboes, 2 clarinets, 2 bassons and sometimes a piccolo. The
percussion may include tympani, a xylophone, a glockenspiel, a marimba, chimes, gong, drums,
castanets, rattles, shakers and clickers. The strings will have 2 groups of violins with the same
number, usually 15, in each group. The other strings will be up to 12 violas, 10 cellos, and 8
double basses. The brass includes 3 trumpets, 4 French horns, and 3 trombones and may include a
bass tuba.

TELEVISION

Television is one of the most important mass media. People with a television set can sit at
home and can see and learn about people, animals, and things in faraway lands. Millions of
viewers around the world can watch sports events and other events of worldwide interest.

TV brings its viewers a steady stream of programmes that are designed to give information
and to entertain. In fact, television provides more entertainment programmes than any other kind
of mass media. The programmes include sports events, variety shows, quiz shows, feature films,
cartoons, fictional serials called soap operas, etc.



There are two main kinds of television stations: public stations and commercial stations.
Public television stations are supported by the government. They usually broadcast more
educational programmes and programmes on cultural subjects. News and current affairs
programmes "make up an important section of programmes for most public television stations.
Commercial television stations are run by private companies. They sell advertising time to pay for
their operating costs and to make a profit for the companies that run the stations.

People can also subscribe to cable television system. Viewers pay a fee for this service.
Cable television signals are delivered to home TV sets of their customers by cables. Some cable
systems carry more than one hundred channels — far more than can broadcast even in the largest
urban areas.

Satellite broadcasting is another form of subscription television. The signals are
transmitted to home TV sets from a direct broadcasting satellite in space. The viewer must have a
dish-receiver aerial to receive the programmes.

We may speak about different advantages and drawbacks of television but almost every
home has at least one TV set. On average, a TV set is in use for about 7 hours each day. Thus,
television is the most effective means of mass communication known to mankind. It has become
the people's eyes and ears on the world.

The Swan of Avon

In April fifteen sixty four a son was born to John and Mary Shakespeare at Henley
Street, Stratford —upon-Avon. His mother was the daughter of Robert Arden, an important
farmer in Warwickshire. His father was a rich citizen whose business was making and selling
leather gloves. The parents did not guess that their son, William, was going to be a such an
important figure in English poetry and drama, and that his plays would still be acted four
hundred years later — not only in England.

While still a teenager of nineteen, William married Anne Hathaway, n farmer’s
daughter some years older than himself. We don't know how he earned his living these
early years. He may have helped his father in the family business or he may have been a
country schoolmaster for a time. During these years his three children were born:
Susannah, the eldest, then

twins — a son, Hamnet (not Hamlet) and another girl , Judith. In 1587, Shakespeare
went to work in London, leaving Anne and the children at home. One story says this is
because he killed some deer which belonged to a rich landowner nearby, and that he had
to run away from the law.

Shakespeare soon began to act and write plays. By 1592 he was an important member
of a well-known acting company, and in 1599 the famous Globe theatre was built on the south
bank of the river Thames. It was in this theatre that most of his plays were performed and,
like all Elizabethan theatres, it was a round building with the stage in the centre' open to the
sky. If it rained, the actors got wet! If the weather was too bad, there was no performance.

By 1603, the year when Queen Elizabeth | died, Shakespeare was already the leading
poet and dramatist of his time. He continued to write for the next ten years, but in 1613 he
finally stopped writing and went to live in Stratford where he died in 1616. He is buried in
Holy Trinity Church, Stratford-upon-Avon.

Shakespeare is considered the greatest dramatist. His plays written in blank verse with some
prose, can be broadly divided into lyric plays, including Romeo and Juliet; comedies,
including The Comedy of Ev rors; historical plays, such as Henry VI; and tragedies, such as
Hamlet.

Ben Jonson, who lived from 1572 to 1637, and who was also a famous writer of plays, called
Shakespeare Sweet Swan of Avon. Shakespeare has been known as the 'Swan of Avon' ever
since.

Environmental Protection

Economists have long thought of the environment as an unlimited source of resources.
They have thought that the atmosphere, forests, rivers and seas are capable of absorbing all
the rubbish the economy throws into them. In fact, the economy and the environment are
closely related. The environment supplies the economy with all its resources, such as water,
timber, minerals and oil. The environment has to absorb all its waste products.

Nevertheless, some economists have always argued that pollution damages the
resources. For example, pumping waste gases from a power station does not get rid of them.
The waste gases cause acid rain; this leads to forest damage an therefore reduces the
resources of forestry industry.

There are many consequences of damaging the environment. One of them is acid rain.
Another one is water shortage resulting from abuse of arable lands in agriculture. The third
one is destroying the ozone layer of the Earth through pollution from factories and plants. The
fourth problem is damage to water and soils. The fifth one is damage to wildlife: numerous
species of animals and plants can disappear. Lastly, the most serious danger arising from
damaging the environment is the result of the above-mentioned consequences. This is the
danger for the life and health of the man.

The territories of the former Soviet Union are suffering many environmental
problems. Many of these problems have been caused by economic activities. Apart from
the effect of the Chernobyl disaster, the worst problem is probably in the area around
the Aral Sea. Cotton growing in the region has used huge quantities of water, and the
sea’s level has fallen by 14 yards. This destroyed fishing industry and led to a damage in
soils, crops and wildlife. Many forests in the north of European Russia and the Far East
are under threat. A system of dams on the Volga has caused damage to fish.

If we are unable to learn to use the environment carefully and protect it from damage
caused by man's activities, very soon we'llhave no world to live in.
